UNTIL Every Tennessean hears the gospel. 

 
The Priority Statements include: 
 
1. Fueling Church Collaboration - Establish a culture of Cooperation to advance the Gospel. 

2. Catalyzing Spiritual Maturity - Equip Tennessee Baptist Churches with a plan to multiply disciples 

3. Transforming Family Impact - Engage Tennessee Baptist parents toward intentional faith formation. 

4. Confronting Mental Health - Expand mental health services for every church, pastor & staff member.

• At least 80 percent (5.6 million) of Tennesseans are unchurched. 
• There are currently 9,000 children in the state DCS foster care system. 
• There are 450-550 TBC churches currently without pastors. 
• The mental health crisis is rising at an alarming rate among the general population and especially pastors/

ministers.
